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On S6z

istanbul Kulttr Universitesi Adalet ve Sug Psikolojisi Laboratuvari (ASLAB)
blnyesinde yUrittigimiz calismalarin en temel situnlarindan birini teskil
eden Turkiye Siddet Haritasi raporunun 2025 yili sonuglarini kamuoyunun ve
bilim dinyasinin dikkatine sunmaktayiz. Siddet olgusunun sadece bireysel bir
patoloji degil ayni zamanda toplumsal yapidaki kirlmalarin ve degisimlerin bir
aynas! oldugu gerceginden hareketle basladigimiz bu yolculuk ikinci yilinda
cok daha kritik ve sarsici bulgulara evrilmistir. Bu rapor toplumsal barigin tesisi
ve bireylerin fiziksel guvenliginin korunmasi adina sadece bir veri derlemesi
degil ayni zamanda bir erken uyar sistemi niteligi tagimaktadir. 2025 yil
verileri siddetin mekansal olarak nasil yer degistirdigini ve tanidiklar arasindaki
“mahrem” siddetin nasil kamusal bir “yabanci” siddetine donlstiglni akademik
bir titizlikle ortaya koymaktadir. Bu kapsamli calismanin hayata gecirilmesinde
emegi gecen tUm arastirmacilarimiza veri toplama strecinde titizlikle ¢alisan
ekibimize ve akademik rehberligiyle yolumuzu aydinlatan degerli hocalarimiza
tesekkurid bir borg bilirim. Siddetsiz bir toplum idealiyle hazirlanan bu raporun
politika yapicilardan uygulayicilara kadar genis bir kitle icin rehber olmasini
temenni ederim.
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Turkiye Siddet Haritasi 2025 raporu, yerel ve ulusal basin kaynaklarindan
derlenen 2289 Kkisilerarasi siddet vakasinin adli psikoloji ve kriminoloji
perspektifiyle derinlemesine analiz edilmesi sonucunda olusturulmustur.
2024 yil verileriyle karsilagstirmali olarak hazirlanan bu rapor, siddetin Turkiye
genelindeki mekansal, zamansal ve niteliksel degisimlerini kriminolojik
teoriler esliginde sunmaktadir. Raporun en can alici bulgular su sekilde
siralanmaktadir:

Siddet vakalarinin toplam sayisi 2024 yilina oranla %75’lik bir artis
gostererek 2289’a yUkselmistir; bu artis icerisinde yaralama vakalar
%61,5 ile baskin sug turd haline gelmis, toplumsal gerilim ve asabiyet
dizeyinin yUkseldigini kanitlamistir.

Siddetin cografi odagi Marmara Bdlgesi’nden Akdeniz ve Giineydogu
Anadolu bdélgelerine kaymis; 6zellikle Sanliurfa ve Adana illerinde
vaka sayllar sirasiyla yaklasik 13 kat ve 5 kat artarak bu bdlgeleri yeni
kriminolojik “sicak noktalar” haline getirmistir.

Siddet, “mahrem” alandan sokaga tasmig; 2024 yilinda %13,2 olan
yabanci fail orani 2025 yilinda %38,8’e firlayarak toplumsal gliven
baglarinin zayifladigini ve kamusal alanin glvenligi konusundaki
risklerin arttigini géstermistir.

Atesli silah kullanimi cinayet vakalarinda %62’lik bir hakimiyet kurarak
bireysel silahlanmanin siddetin élimcullik dozajini dramatik sekilde
artirdigini bilimsel bir kesinlikle ortaya koymustur.

Faillerin %95,5’i erkeklerden olusmaktadir; bu durum kriminolojideki
“erkeklik ve su¢” arasindaki bagin daha da kemiklestigini ve siddetin
birincil kaynaginin erkek odakl saldirganlik semalari oldugunu teyit
etmektedir.

Kirilgan gruplar olan yaglilar (60+ yas) ve cocuklara (0-18 yas) y6nelik
siddette “yabanci fail” oranlarinin ciddi sekilde artmasi, bu gruplarin
sosyal koruma kalkanlarinin ekonomik ve toplumsal stresorler karsisinda
zayifladigini kanitlamaktadir.

Siddetin zamansal dagilimi iklimsel degisimlerle paralellik gbstermis;
asin sicak hava dalgalarinin etkisiyle Eylul ayir %10,4 ile en riskli ay
olarak 6ne cikmis, “sicaklik-saldirganlik” hipotezi 2025 verileriyle bir
kez daha dogrulanmistir.
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Raporun ortaya koydugu bu sarsici veriler 1siginda, siddetin élimcul dozajini
diustrmek adina bireysel silahlanmaya ydnelik denetimlerin adli psikolojik
kriterleri de kapsayacak sekilde radikal bir bicimde sikilastirimasi, en
oncelikli stratejik midahale alani olarak gérilmektedir. Siddetin mekansal
olarak kiimelendigi Adana ve Sanliurfa gibi kentsel sicak noktalarda mahalle
bazli cevresel su¢c dnleme modellerinin hayata geciriimesi ve siddetin ana
faili olan erkeklere yonelik ekonomik destek mekanizmalariyla entegre
edilmis psikososyal rehabilitasyon programlarinin yayginlastiriimasi,
siddet sarmalinin kaynaginda kiriimasini saglayacaktir. Toplumsal glivenin
asinmaslyla kamusal alana tasan siddet riskine karsi sosyal kontrol aglarinin
glclendiriimesi ve en savunmasiz gruplar olan yaslilar ile cocuklarin kurumsal
koruma kalkanlariyla daha etkin bir bicimde desteklenmesi, TUrkiye’nin
siddetle micadelesinde bilimsel verilere dayali, bUtlincul ve suUrddrilebilir
bir sosyal barisin tesisi icin ertelenemez bir zorunluluk teskil etmektedir.
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Siddet, insanlik tarihinin her evresinde toplumsal diizenin en blyik tehdidi
olarak kabul edilen ancak her dénemde farkli sosyoekonomik ve psikolojik
dinamiklere burlnerek kendini yeniden dreten karmasik bir olgudur.
Diinya Saglk Orgitu tarafindan fiziksel glic veya iktidarin bir bagkasina
kargl yaralanma, 6lum veya psikolojik hasarla sonuclanacak sekilde planli
bir bicimde kullaniimasi olarak tanimlanan siddet, modern toplumlarda
sadece bir guvenlik meselesi degil, ayni zamanda temel bir halk saghgi
krizidir. Kisileraras! siddet, bireyler arasindaki sosyal etkilesimin bir parcasi
gibi gorinse de aslinda makro dlcekteki ekonomik daralmalarin, sosyal
dezorganizasyonun ve kultirel normlarin mikro diizeydeki bir disavurumudur.
2025 yili itibanyla Turkiye’deki siddet egilimlerini inceleyen bu rapor, siddeti
sosyal ekolojik model ¢ercevesinde ele alarak bireysel, iliskisel, toplumsal
ve yapisal faktdrlerin karmagsik etkilesimini kriminolojik bir derinlikle
¢6zimlemeyi amaclamaktadir.

Akademik literatirde siddetin yayginligi ve maliyeti Gzerine yapilan ¢alismalar,
bu olgunun sadece bireysel yikimlara degil, ayni zamanda devasa ekonomik
kayiplara yol actigini belgelemektedir. Diinya Bankasi tarafindan yayimlanan
hastalik kontrol dncelikleri raporlarinda vurgulandigi tzere, kisilerarasi siddet
dinya genelinde 15 ile 44 yas araligindaki bireyler icin énde gelen 6lim
nedenlerinden biridir. Bu durumun yarattigi dogrudan saglik giderlerinin
Otesinde, is gicu kaybi ve adalete erisim maliyetleri toplumlarin kalkinma
hedeflerini baltalamaktadir. Nitekim 2025 yili verilerinde gézlemlenen vaka
artisi, toplumsal refahin sirdirUlebilirligi édninde ciddi bir engel teskil
etmektedir. Siddetin motivasyonel kaynaklarini aragtiran galismalar, insani
degerlerin ve siddete yonelik tutumlarin davranis Uzerindeki belirleyici
rolinU ortaya koymaktadir. Bireylerin siddeti bir catisma ¢cézme araci olarak
mesrulastiran tutumlar gelistirmesi, toplumsal normlarin siddeti ne élctude
normalize ettigiyle dogrudan iligkilidir. Ozellikle 6z-merkezli degerlerin
yukseldigi ve digerkamligin zayifladigi dénemlerde, kisilerarasi saldirganhgin
bir hak arama bigimine dénustigu gézlemlenmektedir.

Siddet tlrlerine gore yapilan dagilimlar, toplumun sinir uglarinin hangi
noktalarda daha kirilgan oldugunu gdéstermesi agisindan kritiktir. 2025 yili
verilerinde yaralama vakalarinin baskinligi, ani 6fke patlamalarinin ve dirta
kontrol bozukluklarinin bir yansimasidir. Literatiirde Genel Gerilim Teorisi
olarak tanimlanan gergeve, bireylerin ekonomik hedeflerine ulasamamasi
veya ani statl kayiplar yasamasi sonucunda hissettikleri gerilimin dogrudan
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fiziksel saldirganliga evrildigini savunur.

Bu baglamda, Turkiye genelindeki ekonomik dalgalanmalarin ve ticariisletme
kapaniglarinin yaratti§i finansal stresorlerin, bireylerin birbirine y&nelik
tolerans esigini distrdigi séylenebilir. Ote yandan cinayet vakalarindaki
artig, siddetin aragsallasma bicimleriyle birleserek geri ddnilemez bir noktaya
ulastigini kanitlamaktadir. Cinsel suclar ise siddetin en karanlik ve bildirim
orani en duguk alanlarindan biri olarak, toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizliginin ve
guc¢ asimetrisinin en sarsici sonucudur.

Siddetin bélgesel dagihmi ve sosyo-ekolojik belirleyicileri incelendiginde,
sugun cografi olarak dezentralize oldugu gorilmektedir. Akademik
calismalarda kullanilan sosyal ekolojik cerceve, siddeti sadece bireysel
Ozelliklerle degil, ayni zamanda iligkisel ¢cevre ve toplumsal yapi ile agiklar.
Turkiye’de kadina yoénelik siddet Uzerine yapilan kapsaml incelemeler;
cocukluk cagi travmalari, dislk egitim seviyesi ve alkol kullanimi gibi
bireysel faktérlerin; disuk iliski doyumu ve zorla evlilik gibi iligkisel faktdrlerin;
yoksulluk ve sosyal destek eksikligi gibi toplumsal faktorlerle birlestigini
ortaya koymaktadir.

2025 yiinda Akdeniz ve Guneydogu Anadolu bdlgelerindeki vaka
yogunlasmasi, bu bdlgelerdeki sosyal dokunun ve denetim kapasitesinin
hizl demografik degisimler karsisinda zayifladigini géstermektedir. Sinir
bolgelerindeki hareketliik ve gbécln yarattiyi sosyal dezorganizasyon,
geleneksel kontrol mekanizmalarini felg ederek siddetin kontrolsiiz bir
bicimde artmasina zemin hazirlamaktadir.

Mevsimsel dagilim ve iklimsel faktorler, kriminoloji literatiriinde Sicaklik-
Saldirganlik Hipotezi ile ele alinmaktadir. 2025 yili verilerinde siddetin
Eylil ayinda zirve yapmasi, rekor dizeydeki sicak hava dalgalarinin
etkisiyle aciklanabilir. iklim ile sug iliskisini arastiran giincel calismalar, asiri
sicaklarin bireylerde fizyolojik uyarimishgr ve negatif duygulanimi artirdigini
belgelemektedir. Isi artigl, asabiyeti tetikleyerek en ufak bir durumsal
surtismenin fiziksel kavgaya déntisme hizini artirmaktadir. Rutin Aktiviteler
Teorisi kapsaminda deg@erlendirildiginde, sicak havalarin insanlari daha fazla
dis mekanlarda bir araya getirmesi, potansiyel failler ile magdurlar arasindaki
karsilasma olasiligini maksimize etmektedir. Bu durum, iklim krizinin sadece
cevresel degil, ayni zamanda toplumsal glivenlik agisindan da bir risk faktdrt
haline geldigini kanitlamaktadir.
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Siddet olaylarinda kullanilan silahlar ve dlimcullik riski, siddet sarmalinin
teknik boyutunu olusturmaktadir. Silah Etkisi olarak bilinen fenomen, silahin
varliginin dahi saldirganhq tetikleyen bir uyaran iglevi gérdiigiint savunur.
2025 verilerinde atesli silah kullaniminin cinayetlerde %62 gibi bir hakimiyet
kurmasi, bireysel silahlanmanin ve silaha erigimin denetimsizliginin élimcul
sonuglarini ortaya koymaktadir. Silahin sagladigi teknik avantaj, catisma
anlarinda uzlagsma olasiligini ortadan kaldirarak sonucu mutlak bir yikima
sabitlemektedir. Kesici-delici aletlerin yaralamalarda ilk sirada yer almasi ise
durtUsel siddetin sokak seviyesindeki yayginligini géstermektedir. Bedensel
glcln yerini mekanik glice birakmasi, siddetin niteligini incitme amacindan
yok etme amacina dogru kaydirmistir.

Magdur ve fail profilleri Uzerine yapilan analizler, siddetin toplumsal
cinsiyet ve yas temelli asimetrisini gézler 6nline sermektedir. Hegemonik
Erkeklik Teorisi, erkeklerin siddeti bir gi¢ kanitlama ve statii koruma araci
olarak kodladigini vurgular. 2025 yilinda faillerin %95,5’inin erkek olmasi,
siddetin erkeklik kurgusundan bagimsiz disinilemeyecegdini kanitlayan
bir kriminolojik veridir. Magduriyet tarafinda ise kadinlarin cinayet magduru
olma oraninin erkeklerden ytksek olmasi, toplumsal cinsiyete dayall siddetin
olimcil karakterini korudugunu g&stermektedir. Erkek magduriyetinin
kamusal alanda yabanci failler eliyle artmasi ise toplumsal gliven baglarinin
eridigini ve yabancilagsma ikliminin yerlestigini simgelemektedir.

Kirilgan gruplar olan cocuk ve yasgl magduriyeti, siddetin en sarsici
alanlarindan biridir. Yaglilara ydnelik siddet Uzerine yapilan uluslararasi
calismalar, bu grubun fiziksel ve psikolojik bagimliliklari nedeniyle hem
aile icinde hem de kurumda yUksek risk altinda oldugunu géstermektedir.
Yagl magduriyetindeki zihinsel saglik sonuglari, depresyon ve kaygi
bozukluklarini kronik hale getirmektedir. Cocuklar icin ise siddet, sadece
fiziksel bir hasar degil, nesiller arasi aktarilan bir travma ddngusudur.
2025 verilerinde cocuklara ydnelik yabanci fail oranindaki artis, sosyal
koruma mekanizmalarinin ve okul gibi glvenli alanlarin disindaki denetim
bosluklarinin bir sonucudur. Kirilgan gruplarin sosyal izolasyonu, failler i¢in
firsat alanlari yaratarak siddetin gériinmezligini artirmaktadir.
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Yakin partner siddeti ve yardim arama davranigi, siddetin mahrem alandaki
surekliligini aciklamaktadir. Turkiye’de yapilan arastirmalar, kadinlarin
yaklagsik %36’sinin yasamlari boyunca en az bir kez fiziksel siddete
maruz kaldigini ve bu kadinlarin yarisindan fazlasinin agir siddet tirleriyle
karsilastigini ortaya koymaktadir. Ancak carpici olan, magdurlarin blyUk
cogunlugunun resmi kurumlara basvurmak yerine informal stratejileri tercih
etmesidir.

Yardim arama davranigi, siddetin sikligi ve siddeti arttikga ytkselmektedir.
Bu durum, diustk yogunluklu siddetin toplumda normalize edildigini ve
kadinlarin kurumsal sisteme duyduklari givenin artirnlmasi gerektigini
gOstermektedir. Esi veya eski esi tarafindan oldUrilen kadinlarin orani,
partner siddetinin en agir sonucudur ve bu vakalarin gogunun dnlenebilir
oldugu gercegi, sistemik bir miidahale ihtiyacini dogurmaktadir.

Sonug¢ olarak, 2025 yili raporunun giris kismini olusturan bu teorik ve
ampirik zemin, siddetin Turkiye’de nasil bir donlisim gecirdigini anlamak
adina hayati bir pusula sunmaktadir. Ekonomik gerilim, iklimsel uyariimislik,
sosyal dezorganizasyon ve bireysel silahlanma gibi faktérlerin birlesmesi,
siddeti mahrem alanlardan sokagda tasiyarak kamusal glvenligi tehdit eder
bir boyuta ulastirmisti. Mevcut bulgular, siddetle micadelenin sadece
polisiye tedbirlerle degil; ekonomik iyilestirme, sosyal destek aglarinin
glclendiriimesi, silah denetiminin sikilastirimasi ve siddeti mesrulastiran
kultdrel kodlarin dénusturdlmesiyle mimkin olabilecegini kanitlamaktadir.
Bu raporun sundugu mahalle bazl sicak noktalar ve demografik risk
profilleri, politika yapicilar icin veri odakli bir strateji gelistirmenin temelini
olusturmaktadir. Siddetsiz bir gelecek insasi, ancak bu bilimsel verilerin
Isiginda kurgulanacak kapsamli ve yerel odakli mudahale modelleriyle
mumkun olacaktir.
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Tirkiye Siddet Haritasi 2025 raporunun hazirlanmasureci, 2024 yiliraporunda
takip edilen ve akademik gecerliligi kanitlanmis olan sistematik medya
izleme ve veri analizi yolunu esas almistir. Calisma kapsaminda Turkiye
genelinde yayin yapan ulusal haber portallari ile 81 ilin tamamini kapsayan
yerel gazete ve haber siteleri her glin dizenli olarak taranmigtir. Bu tarama
surecinde sadece Kkisilerarasi siddet vakalari analize dahil edilmig; terdr
eylemleri, trafik kazalar, is kazalari veya intihar vakalari metodolojik olarak
kapsam disi birakilmistir. Toplamda 2289 adet vaka, énceden belirlenmis bir
kodlama anahtar Gzerinden degiskenlerine ayrilarak dijital bir veri tabanina
islenmigtir.

Kodlama anahtari; olayin gerceklestigi il ve bdlge, olay tarihi, sug tiri
(yaralama, cinayet, cinsel sug), kullanilan silah, magdurun ve failin cinsiyeti,
yasl, taraflar arasindaki yakinlik derecesi (esi, arkadasi, yabanci vb.) ve olayin
gerceklestigi spesifik mahalle bilgilerini icermektedir. Haber metinlerinde
eksik veya belirtiimemis olarak yer alan demografik veriler icin kriminolojik
arastirmalarda standart bir uygulama olan oransal dagitim (proportional
distribution) yéntemi uygulanmigtir. Bu ydntemle, bilinmeyen degerler
mevcut veri setindeki gercek dagilim oranlarina uygun sekilde atanarak
verinin istatistiksel glict ve temsil kabiliyeti maksimize edilmistir.
Calismanin kapsami dahilinde bazi sinirliliklar bulunmaktadir. Birincisi,
caligmada yer alan yerel haber kaynaklarinin tamam dijital icerik sunan
kurumlardir. Dijital icerik sunmayip yerel haber Ureten kaynaklar ¢calismanin
disinda kalmistrr. ikincisi, dijital icerik sunan ama arsivlerine erisilemeyen
yerel haber kaynaklari calismaya dahil edilmemistir. Uglincl sinirlilik ise
yerel haber kaynaklarinin tamami ayni usllle hazirlanan haber icerigine
sahip olmadigindan yer yer veri kayiplari meydana gelmistir. Son olarak bu
raporda sunulan oranlar her ne kadar 2025 yilina ait olsa da Ulkemizdeki tim
kisilerarasi siddet olaylarinin bir kismini yansittigindan veriler tim olaylari
temsil etmemektedir.

Hazirlanan veri seti SPSS yazilimina aktarilarak betimsel istatistikler, frekans
analizleri ve capraz tablolar olusturulmus; degiskenler arasindaki anlamlilik
dlzeylerini belirlemek amaciyla Ki-Kare testi ve gruplar arasi farkliklar
saptamak icin ANOVA gibi ¢ikarimsal analizler uygulanmigtir. Elde edilen
tim bulgular adli psikoloji ve kriminoloji literatUrlyle sentezlenerek 2024 yil
sonugclaryla karsilagtirmali bir bicimde yorumsanmigtir.

Sugc Tiiriine Gére Dagilim

2025 yilinda incelenen 2289 siddet olayinin buyidk ¢ogunlugunu %61,5
(n=1408) ile yaralama vakalari olugturmaktadir. Bunu %35,6 (n=816) ile
cinayet ve %2,8 (n=65) ile cinsel suglar izlemektedir (bkz. Tablo 1). 2024
yihindaki 1302 vakanin %52’si cinayet iken , 2025’te toplam vaka sayisi
neredeyse iki katina ¢ikmis; ancak agirlik merkezi éldirme eylemlerinden
fiziksel butinlige zarar veren yaralamalara kaymistir. Vaka sayisindaki
%75’lik artisa ragmen, cianyet oraninda disls, yaralama eylemlerinde
ise belirgin bir artis gdézlenmektedir. Bu durum, toplumsal gerilimin artik
dogrudan yasam sonlandirmadan ziyade, glnlik etkilesimlerde fiziksel
saldirganlik seklinde disa vuruldugunu gdstermektedir. Cinsel suclardaki
oransal artis (3,5 kat) ise bu tir vakalarin gérinurligindn veya bildirim
oranlarinin arttigina isaret etmektedir.

Suc Olaylarinin Bélgesel Dagihmi

Siddetin en yogun oldugu bélge %28,3 (n=647) ile Marmara Bdlgesi'dir.
Akdeniz Bdlgesi %22,6 (n=517) ile ikinci siradadir. 2024’te Marmara Bdlgesi
toplam olaylarin %48,9’unu olusturarak tek basina baskin durumdayken
(bkz. Tablo 2), 2025°’te siddetin Akdeniz ve Glineydogu Anadolu (%16,1)
bolgelerine dogru daha homojen dagildigi gériimektedir.

Akdeniz ve Gineydogu Anadolu bdlgeleri, son yillarda Tirkiye siddet
haritasinin en hareketli ve riskli odak noktalari haline gelmis olup bu durum
hem sinir dinamikleri hem de derinlesen sosyoekonomik krizlerle dogrudan
iligkilidir. 2024 yilindan 2025 yilina geciste Marmara Bdlgesi’ndeki vaka
yogunlugunun oransal olarak azalmasina karsilik, Akdeniz’de vakalarin
yaklagik bes kat, Glineydogu Anadolu’da ise dort kat artis gdstermesi,
siddetin odaginin sanayilesmis bati illerinden gliney sinir hattina kaydigini
kanitlamaktadir.
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Akademik arastirmalar, bu boélgesel kaymanin temelinde 2011’de baslayan
Suriye i¢ savaginin yarattigi kitlesel go¢ dalgasinin ve bu dalganin beraberinde
getirdigi gettolasma olgusunun yattigini gdstermektedir. Ozellikle sinir
illerinde Suriyeli nifusun yogunlasmasiyla ortaya cikan mekansal ayrisma;
egitim, saglik ve gulvenlik hizmetlerine erisimde darbogazlar yaratarak
sosyal kontrol mekanizmalarini zayiflatmaktadir. Sosyolojik arastirmalarda
vurgulanan sosyal mesafe kavrami, yerel halk ile gé¢gmen gruplar arasindaki
yabancilasmanin zamanla arttigini ve bu durumun toplumsal gerilimi
tirmandirarak kisilerarasi siddeti bir disavurum mekanizmasi haline getirdigini
ortaya koymaktadir.

Budemografik degisime paralel olarak, TOBB verilerininisaret ettigi ekonomik
daralma, bdlgedeki siddet sarmalini derinlestiren temel bir katalizér iglevi
gérmektedir. Kapanan sirket sayisindaki artis ve yeni girisimlerin azalmasi,
Ozellikle tarim ve sinir ticaretine dayali Akdeniz ve Glineydogu ekonomilerinde
ciddi bir gecim krizine yol agmistir. Kriminolojik bir perspektifle Genel Gerilim
Teorisi Uzerinden deg@erlendirildiginde, bireylerin ekonomik hedeflerine
ulasamamasi ve ani finansal kayiplar yasamasi, 6fke ve hiisran gibi negatif
duygulanimlari tetiklemekte, bu da ¢atisma esigini dusurerek en ufak sosyal
surtismelerin dahi agir yaralama veya cinayetle sonuglanmasina neden
olmaktadir. Nitekim 2025 verilerinde yaralama vakalarinin %61,5 gibi baskin
bir diizeye ulagsmasi, toplumsal sinir uglarinin yiprandigini ve siddetin giinlik
etkilesimlerin bir parcasi haline geldigini gdstermektedir.

Bolgedeki siddetin niteligi incelendiginde, sivil toplum kurumlarinin
saha raporlarl, Guneydogu Anadolu’da kadina yoénelik siddetin ve
aile ici cinayetlerin blylk oranda atesli silahlarla gerceklestirildigini
belgelemektedir. Sinir bdlgelerindeki denetim zorluklari ve yasa disi silah
akisinin yarattigi silaha erisim kolayligi, kriminolojideki Silah Etkisi fenomenini
tetikleyerek saldirganlik egilimlerini daha 6limcul sonuglara tasimaktadir.
Adli psikolojik calismalar, catismali sinir bdlgelerinde yasayan bireylerde
siddetin normallestigi bir sosyal 6grenme sirecinin igledigini, Suriye’deki
istikrarsizh@in yarattigi kaotik atmosferin bdélge insaninin adli profilinde
savunmacl ve saldirgan semalari guglendirdigini vurgulamaktadir. Sonug
olarak, yuksek nufus hareketliligi, sosyoekonomik ¢dkis ve yetersiz kalan
kurumsal denetim, Akdeniz ve Glneydogu hattini Turkiye’nin “kriminal sicak
noktasi” haline getirmekte; bu ¢cok boyutlu kriz hali, siddeti sadece bir su¢
olayi degil, yapisal bir toplumsal sonu¢ olarak karsimiza ¢ikarmaktadir.

istanbul %14 (n=321) ile liderligini korurken, Sanliurfa (%10,6) ve Adana
(%8,3) dikkat cekici sekilde Ust siralara yerlesmistir (bkz. Tablo 3). 2024’te
istanbul’'un pay1 %31,6 gibi cok yilksek bir orandaydi. 2025 verilerinde
istanbul’un oransal agirhgi azalmis; Sanliurfa ve Adana gibi sehirler, 2024’te
tepede yer alan Corum ve Edirne’nin yerini almigtir.

2025 verilerinde istanbul’un sugun mutlak merkezi olmaktan ¢ikip oransal
bir dezentralizasyona ugramasi, kriminolojik acidan siddetin metropol sucgu
olmaktan c¢ikip yapisal bir kriz haline geldigini kanitlamaktadir. Sanliurfa’nin
bir yil icinde vaka oranini yaklasik %1,4’ten %10,6’ya ¢cikarmasi ve Adana’nin
bu tirmanisi takip etmesi, bu iki sehrin artik gecici durumsal sicak noktalar
degil, kronik kriminojenik merkezler haline geldigini gdsterir. Akademik
calismalar, bu illerdeki su¢ artisini 6zellikle Sosyodemografik Degisim ve
Sosyal Dezorganizasyon ekseninde ele almaktadir.

Sanlurfa 6zelinde yurutilen gincel arastirmalar (6rnegin; cocuk istismari ve
suca slrlUklenen cocuklar tzerine yapilan saha raporlari), sehirde yoksulluk,
erken yasta iscilik ve sokakla temasin birincil kriminojenik risk faktoérleri
oldugunu belgelemektedir. Ozellikle Viransehir, Siverek ve Birecik (Tablo 5’te
Meydan Mahallesi ile karsimiza cikan ilge) gibi bolgelerde sucga sirtklenen
cocuk dosyalarindaki belirgin artis, Genel Gerilim Teorisi’nin dngérdigu
ekonomik tikanikligin dogrudan bir sonucudur. Sosyal hizmet literattriinde
vurgulanan “Urfa’da ¢ocuklara 6zgu tutukevi ve egitim evinin eksikligi”, adli
sistemdeki bosluklarin ikincil travmalar yaratarak siddet sarmalini besledigini
neden-sonug iligkisi icinde agiklar.
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Adana-Seyhan ve Yuregir hattindaki su¢ kiimelenmesi ise tip ve adli tip
kaynakll arastirmalarda “Sahsa karsi islenen suclarda sosyodemografik
risk profili” olarak tanimlanmaktadir. Bu bdlgede disik egitim seviyesinin
ve madde kullanim yayginhidinin, bireylerde impuls kontrol bozukluklarini
tetikledigi, bunun da en ufak sosyal surtismelerin dahi (Rutin Aktiviteler
Teorisi kapsaminda sokaktaki karsilasmalar) agir yaralama vakalarina
déniismesine neden oldugu saptanmistir. Ozellikle Adana-Cukurova-Toros
Mahallesi gibi mikro-lokasyonlardaki yogunlagma, kriminolojideki Cevresel
Kriminoloji perspektifiyle; yani mekanin fiziksel yapisinin (karanlk sokaklar,
denetimsiz kamusal alanlar) sugun islenme firsatini artirmasiyla dogrudan
iliskilidir.

Sosyolojik acidan bu iki sehirdeki patlama, Suriye ic savasinin yarattig
kitlesel gécin ardindan gelen mekansal gettolasma ve sosyal mesafe
artiglyla harmanlanmaktadir. Akademik arastirmalar, yerel halk ile gégmen
gruplar arasindaki sosyal baglarin zayiflamasinin, toplumsal denetim
mekanizmalarini fel¢ ettigini ve siddeti bir iletisim-catisma ¢dézme araci
olarak normallestirdigini ortaya koymaktadir. TOBB verilerinin isaret ettigi
ticari daralma ve isletme kapanislari, bu sosyal ¢ézllmeye ekonomik bir
tetikleyici ekleyerek, 2025 tablosundaki agir yaralama ve cinayet oranlarini
adeta bir toplumsal cinnet seviyesine tasimigtir. Sonuc olarak, mahalle
bazli bu mikro-kiimelenmeler, sadece bireysel suclularin degil, bdlgenin
sosyoekonomik, demografik ve kurumsal yetersizliklerinin bir sentezi olarak
karsimiza gikmaktadir.

2025 yili siddet vakalarinin zamansal dagilimi, 2024 yilindaki sonbahar
kiimelenmesinden farkli olarak, agirlik merkezinin yaz sonu ve erken sonbahar
dénemine (Agustos-Eylul) kaydigini acgikga ortaya koymaktadir (bkz. Tablo
6). 2024 verilerinde sug olaylar %13,4’lUk oranlarla EKim ve Kasim aylarinda
zirve yaparken , 2025 yilinda Eylul ay1 %10,4 (n=238) ile ilk siraya yerlesmis,
onu Agustos ve Ekim aylan (%10) takip etmistir. Bu zamansal kayma,
Meteoroloji Genel MudurlGgi’nin 2025 yil iklim degerlendirme raporlarinda
vurgulanan rekor diizeydeki sicak hava dalgalarinin EylUl ayl sonuna kadar
sarkmasi bulgusuyla kriminolojik bir neden-sonug iliskisi kurmaktadir. iklim
ve su¢ arasindaki bu korelasyon, adli psikoloji literatlirinde “Sicaklik-
Saldirganlik Hipotezi” ile aciklanmakta olup; asin sicaklarin bireylerde
fizyolojik uyariimighgi ve irritabiliteyi artirarak catisma esigini dusurdugu
gercegine dayanmaktadir.

Kriminolojik bir zemin sunan Rutin Aktiviteler Teorisi c¢ercevesinde
degerlendirildiginde, 2025 yilinin Agustos ve Eylul aylarindaki yogunluk,
ekstrem hava kosullarinin insanlarin dis mekanlarda gecirdigi stireyi uzatmasi
ve dolayisiyla potansiyel failler ile magdurlarin korumasiz ortamlarda daha
fazla temas etmesiyle dogrudan iligkilidir. 2025 yilinda yayimlanan akademik
makaleler, ozellikle kentsel 1si adasi etkisinin yogun oldugu bdlgelerde,
sicaklik artisinin dirtlisel yaralama vakalarini tetikledigini saptamistir. Bu
durum, 2025 verilerinde yaralama olaylarinin %61,5 ile baskin sug¢ tart
olmasiyla da uyumludur.

Ayrica, Eylll ve Ekim aylar arasindaki bu yogunlagsma, ekonomik kriminoloji
baglaminda Genel Gerilim Teorisi ile harmanlanabilir. TOBB verilerinde
gOrullen ticari daralma ve finansal belirsizliklerin tizerine, Eylil ayindaki egitim
masraflari ve kis hazirliklan gibi mevsimsel ekonomik yulklerin binmesi,
bireyler Gzerindeki sosyoekonomik baskiyr maksimize etmigtir. Bu ekonomik
stresoérlerin iklimsel uyariimislikla birlesmesi, 2025 yilinin bu aylarini siddet
acisindan kriminojenik bir periyoda dénudstirmustir. 2024 yilinda sugun
en az islendigi ay Mart iken , 2025 yilinda en disik frekansin %5,5 ile
Aralik ayina kaymasi, kis ddnemindeki sosyal izolasyonun ve hareketliligin
azalmasinin koruyucu bir faktér olarak islev goérdigini kanitlamaktadir.
Sonug olarak, 2025 verileri siddetin mevsimsel karakterinin ekstrem iklim
olaylarn ve ekonomik daralma dénguleriyle senkronize bir bicimde daha
erken bir u¢ noktasina ulastigini géstermektedir.

2025 yili siddet vakalarinda kullanilan silahlarin dagiimi (bkz.Tablo 7),
toplumsal siddetin aragsallagsma bicimlerinde 2024 yilina kiyasla dramatik
bir dénisim yasandigini ve siddetin élimcullik dozajinin arttigini ortaya
koymaktadir. 2024 verilerinde su¢ olaylarinda atesli silah kullanimi %31,6
seviyesindeyken, 2025 yiinda bu oran %41,5’e yukselerek yaklasik
%10’luk bir artis gostermistir; benzer sekilde kesici delici alet kullanimi da
%26,3’ten %38,1’e tirmanarak siddetin soguk ve sicak silahlar zerinden
profesyonellestigini kanitlamaktadir. Kriminolojik acidan bu artig, bireysel
silahlanmanin ve silaha erisimin kolaylasmasinin bir sonucu olarak
degerlendiriimekte olup Silah Etkisi Teorisi cercevesinde, silahin sadece bir
arac degil, ayni zamanda saldirgan disinceleri tetikleyen bir uyaran iglevi
g6rdigini dogrulamaktadir. Fiziksel gli¢ kullaniminin %18,1’den %12,5’e
gerilemesi, kisilerin catisma anlarinda ciplak el veya bedensel midahale
yerine daha yikici araglara yéneldigini, bu durumun da siddetin sonucunu
incitme amacindan yok etme veya kalici hasar verme amacina dogru
kaydirdigini géstermektedir.
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Suc¢ tlrGne gbére kullanilan silahlarin capraz analizi (bkz.Tablo 8)
incelendiginde, silah sec¢iminin sugun nihai sonucu Uzerindeki belirleyici
roli cok daha net bir sekilde izlenebilmektedir. 2024 raporunda cinayetlerin
%49,2’si atesli silahlarla islenirken, 2025 yilinda bu oran sarsici bir sekilde
%62’ye yikselmis; bu durum kriminolojideki Aragsallik Hipotezi ile dogrudan
iliskilendirilmistir. 2025 yilinda yayimlanan glncel akademik calismalar,
saldirganin 6ldirme kasti ayni kalsa bile, kullanilan silahin teknolojik gic
ve erigilebilirliginin sagkalim olasiligini minimize ettigini, yani atesli silahin
6lumcullik kapasitesinin catismayi kaginilmaz bir cinayete dénuistlirdigini
belgelemektedir.

Yaralama vakalarinda ise kesici delici aletlerin %43 ile ilk sirada yer almasi,
durttsel siddetin ve sokak seviyesindeki ¢catismalarin daha cok tasinabilir
ve erisimi yasal denetim acisindan daha esnek olan araclar Uzerinden
yurataldagunu kanitlamaktadir. 2024 verilerinde yaralamalarda fiziksel guc
kullanimi daha baskin bir paya sahipken, 2025’te bu payin %16’ya dusip
kesici aletlerin ylkselmesi, adli psikoloji perspektifinden bireylerin ¢catisma
anlarindaki tehdit algisinin arttigini ve savunmaci veya saldirgan bir refleksle
yanlarinda tasidiklar aletleri daha kolay devreye soktuklarini gdstermektedir.
Sonug olarak, 2024’ten 2025’e geciste siddetin aragsal karakteri bedensel
glcten mekanik glice dogru evrilmis; bu evrilme neticesinde ategli silahlar
cinayetlerin, kesici aletler ise yaralamalarin ana faili haline gelmistir. Bu
durumun arkasindaki temel neden-sonug iliskisi, TOBB verilerinde saptanan
ekonomik gerilimin yarattigi toplumsal anomi halinin bireysel silahlanma ile
birleserek patlayici bir kombinasyon olusturmasidir. Kriminolojik olarak bu
tablo, sadece suclu profilinin degil, suc¢ araclarinin denetimine yonelik kamu
politikalarinin da (silah kontrol yasalar, bicak tasima yasaklar vb.) 2024
yilina gére ¢ok daha kritik bir glivenlik bileseni haline geldigini, aksi takdirde
en basit kigilerarasi strtlismelerin dahi silahin sagladigi teknik avantaj
nedeniyle 6limle sonuclanmaya devam edecegini bilimsel bir kesinlikle
ortaya koymaktadir.

Magdurlarin Cinsiyet Dagilimlari

Magdurlarin %73,8’i erkek iken , faillerin %95,5’i (n=2186) erkektir (bkz.
Tablo 9). Cocuk magdurlar (0-18 yas) vakalarin %11,6’sini olusturmaktadir.
2024’te erkek magdur orani %66,1 iken 2025’te erkeklerin magduriyet orani
%7,7 dizeyinde artmistir. Kadinlarin cinayet magduru olma orani (%39,1)
erkeklerden (%34,4) yUksektir.

2025 yilina ait siddet verilerinin magdur demografisi Uzerinden yapilan analizi,
siddetin hem cinsiyet hem de yas gruplari bazinda 2024 yilina kiyasla sarsici
bir degisim gecirdigini ve bu durumun altinda yatan kriminolojik dinamiklerin
derinlestigini gdstermektedir. 2024 yilinda magdurlarin %66,1’ini erkekler
olustururken, 2025 verilerinde bu oran %73,8’e ylkselmis, kadin magduriyet
orani ise %33,9’dan %26,2’ye oransal olarak gerilemistir. Ancak bu sayisal
disUs kadinlara yonelik siddetin azaldigi anlamina gelmemekte; aksine 2025
yiinda yayimlanan TUIK ve Aile Sosyal Hizmetler Bakanhigi arastirmalarinin
da vurguladigi Uzere, dijital siddet ve israrl takip gibi yeni siddet tirlerinin
fiziksel siddete evrilmeden 6nceki safhada yogunlastigini kanitlamaktadir.

Kriminolojik agidan erkek magduriyetindeki bu belirgin artis (bkz. Tablo 10),
Hegemonik Erkeklik Teorisi ¢cercevesinde, erkeklerin siddeti bir glic kanitlama
aracl olarak birbirlerine kargl daha sik kullanmaya basladiklarini ve kamusal
alandaki catismalarin 2025 yilinda zirveye ulastigini géstermektedir. Bu durum,
onceki analizlerde deginilen ekonomik daralma ve TOBB verilerindeki ticari
kayiplarin yarattigi toplumsal gerilimin, erkekler arasi rekabeti ve catismayi
kamusal mekanlarda daha yikici hale getirmesinin dogrudan bir sonucudur.

Magdurlarin yas gruplarina goére suc¢ tlri dagihmlan (bkz.Tablo 11)
incelendiginde, 2024 yilindaki 8ldirme odakli siddet profilinin 2025 yilinda daha
karmagik bir yapiya burindigu gérilmektedir. 2024 raporunda 60 yas ve Uzeri
bireylere ybnelik siddetin %84,1 gibi devasa bir oranla cinayetle sonucglandigi
ve dinya ortalamasinin 3,5 kati oldugu vurgulanirken, 2025 yilinda bu yas
grubundaki cinayet oraninin %45,8’e gerilemesi ancak yaralama vakalarinin
%53,2’ye yikselmesi dikkat cekicidir. Bu veriler, yaglilara yénelik siddetin
6limcilliginin oransal olarak azaldigini ancak sirekliliginin ve fiziksel saldiri
dozajinin genig bir tabana yayildigini géstermektedir. Benzer bir érintl 0-18
yas arasl ¢ocuklar icin de gecerlidir; 2024’te cocuk magduriyetinde cinayet
orani %40,7 iken, 2025’te bu oran %27,4’e gerilemis, buna karsilik yaralama
vakalari %66 gibi kritik bir seviyeye ulasmistir. Adli psikoloji literatirinde
Kirilganlik Teorisiyle acgiklanan bu durum, ¢ocuklarin ve yaslilarin fiziksel ve
sosyal bagimliliklari nedeniyle saldirganlarin birincil hedefi olmaya devam
ettigini, ancak siddetin bu gruplar Gzerinde bir cezalandirma ve kontrol araci
olarak daha yaygin bir sekilde kullanildigini kanitlamaktadir.
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2025 yilindayayimlanan akademik arastirmalar ve siviltoplum kuruluglarinin saha
raporlari, bu yas profillerindeki siddet artisini ekonomik krizin aile ici dinamikleri
bozmasiyla iliskilendirmektedir. Ge¢cim sikintisi ve derin yoksullasma, hane
halki icindeki en savunmasiz bireyler olan ¢ocuk ve yaglilarin istismar edilme
ve fiziksel saldirlya maruz kalma riskini maksimize etmistir. 2025 verilerinde
cinsel suclarin gocuklar tzerindeki payinin %6,6 ile yetiskinlerden (%2,1) ¢ok
daha yuksek olmasi, sugun firsat ve zayif sosyal koruma mekanizmalarindan
beslendigini ortaya koyan Rutin Aktiviteler Teorisini dogrulamaktadir. Sonug
olarak, 2025 yili magdur profili; ekonomik stresorlerin iklimsel uyariimiglikla
birlestigi, erkeklerin kamusal alanda birbirlerine, ev icinde ise kadin, cocuk ve
yasllara yonelik saldirganlklarini artiran, toplumsal kontroliin en kigik yapi
birimi olan ailede dahi zayifladidi bir kriminolojik manzara sunmaktadir.

2025 yili siddet verilerinin magdur profili Gzerinden gerceklestirilen analizi,
Ozellikle toplumun en kirllgan katmanlari olan 60 yas Ustl yaslilar ve 0-18 yas
arasi ¢ocuklar tzerindeki siddetin niteliksel bir eksen kaymasina ugradigini
ortaya koymaktadir. 60 yas Ustl magdurlarin fail dagihmlarini inceleyen
tablo (bkz. Tablo 12), 2024 yili verileriyle kiyaslandiginda kriminolojik agidan
oldukca sarsici bir digsallasma egilimi gdstermektedir; zira 2024 raporunda
yasl cinayetlerinin %58,8 gibi blytk bir cogunlugu birinci derece akrabalar
tarafindan gerceklestirilirken, 2025 yilinda cinayet vakalarinda yabanci
faillerin orani %33,3’e yukselerek aile ici faillerin (%29) 6nlne ge¢mistir.
Yaralama vakalarinda ise yabanci fail orani %45,4 ile cok daha baskin bir
seviyeye ulasarak, yaslilarin sadece glvenli liman sayilan ev icinde degil,
kamusal alanda da dogrudan hedef haline geldigini kanitlamaktadir.

2025 yilinda yayimlanan akademik makaleler ve sosyal hizmet saha raporlari,
bu durumu Turkiye’deki yasl nifusun toplam nifus igindeki payinin %10,2’yi
asmasl ve derinlesen ekonomik yoksullugun yaglilari yumusak hedef haline
getirmesiyle iligskilendirmektedir.
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TOBB verilerinde gortlen ticari daralma ve hane halki gelirindeki reel disus,
yaslilarin birikimlerine veya mulklerine yonelik firsatci saldirilarn tetiklemekte;
bu da kriminolojideki Kirllganlik Teorisi uyarinca, fiziksel direnci diisik olan
bu grubun yabancilar tarafindan ekonomik motivasyonlu siddete daha sik
maruz kalmasina neden olmaktadir.

Benzer bir yapisal donisim, 0-18 yas araligindaki ¢cocuklarin magduriyet
tablolarinda da kendini g&stermektedir (bkz. Tablo 13). 2024 vyilinda
cocuklara ydénelik yaralama vakalarinin %33,3’U birinci derece akrabalar
tarafindan gerceklestirilirken, 2025 verilerinde yabanci faillerin yaralama
vakalarindaki payl %44,3’e firlayarak suga dair Rutin Aktiviteler Teorisini aci
bir sekilde dogrulamaktadir. Gocuk cinayetlerinde ise yabanci fail oraninin
(%27,3), akraba (%23,1) ve arkadas (%23,1) oranlarini geride birakmasi,
¢ocuklarin sosyal koruma kalkanlarinin 2024 yilina gére ciddi sekilde
zayifladigini géstermektedir. 2025 yilina ait Turkiye Koruma Analizi Raporlari,
sosyoekonomik istikrarsizligin ¢ocuk yoksullugunu derinlestirdigini ve
cocuklarin sokakla temasinin artmasinin onlar denetimsiz dis dinyadaki
potansiyel failler igin acik hedef haline getirdigini belgelemektedir.

Adli psikoloji perspektifinden bakildiginda, 2025 verilerindeki bu tanidik
olmayan fail artisi, toplumsal anominin bir yansimasi olarak; siddetin artik
sadece aile i¢i catismalardan degil, toplumsal baglarin ¢ézilmesinden
ve ekonomik gerilimin yarattigi yikici saldirganliktan beslendigini ortaya
koymaktadir. 2024 raporunda vurgulanan siddetin en yakin cevreden
gelmesi gercegdi, 2025’te yerini ekonomik cinnetin ve kontrolsiiz toplumsal
ofkenin bir sonucu olarak dis tehditlere birakmistir. Bu durum, suc énleme
politikalarinin sadece aile danismanlgina degil, sokak gtvenligi ve sosyal
koruma aglannin radikal bir sekilde glclendiriimesine odaklanmasi
gerektigini bilimsel bir zorunluluk olarak sunmaktadir.

2025 yili siddet verilerinin magdur cinsiyeti ile fail arasindaki iliskiyi
inceleyen Tablo 14 ve 15, sugun motivasyonu ve sosyal baglami acisindan
2024 yili Tarkiye Siddet Haritasi raporundaki bulgularla kiyaslandiginda,
siddetin tanidiklardan yabancilara dogru kriminolojik bir kayma sergiledigi
goérulmektedir. 2024 yilinda kadin cinayetlerinin %52,7’si birinci derece
akrabalar tarafindan gerceklestirilirken, 2025 verilerinde bu oran %44,9
seviyesine gerilemis, ancak yabanci faillerin kadin cinayetlerindeki payi
%13,2’ye ylkselerek kadinlarin kamusal alandaki risk profilinin arttigini
ortaya koymustur. Yaralama vakalarinda ise bu degisim ¢ok daha carpicidir;
2024 yilinda kadin magduriyetinin %54’ aile iginde Uretilirken, 2025 yilinda
yabanci failler %35,6 ile ilk siraya yerlesmis, cinsel suclarda ise bu oran
%41,5’e ulasarak kadina y6nelik siddetin mahrem alandan kamusal alana
sarktigini kanitlamistir.

Bu durum, Genel Gerilim Teorisi ger¢cevesinde degerlendirildiginde, TOBB’un
2025 yili verilerinde saptanan %5,9’luk sirket kapanis artigi ve kurulan sirket
sayisindaki azaligin yarattigi ekonomik daralmanin, toplumsal stresi artirarak
bireyler arasindaki yabancilagsma temelli catismalar tetikledigi sdylenebilir.

Erkek magdurlarin faille iliskisini gdsteren Tablo 15 incelendiginde ise
siddetin kamusal karakterinin cok daha keskinlestigi, ancak aile i¢i siddetin
erkekler icin de ciddi bir tehdit olmaya devam ettigi goérilmektedir. 2024
yiinda erkek cinayetlerinin %37’si arkadas veya komsu cevresinden
gelirken, 2025 verilerinde yabanci failler %35,2 ile akrabalarla (%34,2)
basa bas bir seviyeye ulasmis, yaralama vakalarinda ise yabanci fail orani
%46,7 gibi kritik bir noktaya ¢cikmigtir. Bu veri seti, 2024 yilindaki yakin gevre
odakl erkek magduriyetinin, 2025 yilinda yerini sokaktaki anonim siddete
biraktigini géstermektedir.

Adli psikoloji perspektifinden bakildiginda, 2025 yilindaki ekonomik
istikrarsizhgin yarattigi anomi halinin, bireylerin dis dinyadaki diger
erkeklere (yabancilara) yonelik tehdit algisini ylUkselttigi ve en ufak bir
durumsal sUrtismenin hizla fiziksel kavgaya evrildigi anlasilmaktadir. Tibbi

2025 yili siddet verilerinin faillere iliskin demografik ve iliskisel boyutlarini
inceleyen Tablo 16 ve 17, Tirkiye'deki siddet sarmalinin fail profilinde
hem bir kemiklesme hem de mekansal genisleme yasandigini bilimsel bir
kesinlikle ortaya koymaktadir. Faillerin cinsiyet dagihmini gésteren Tablo
16 incelendiginde, 2024 yilinda %93 olan erkek fail oraninin 2025 yilinda
%95,5’e ylkselmesi, kadin fail oraninin ise %7’den %4,5’e gerilemesi,
siddetin cinsiyet boslugu kriminolojisi agisindan erkek odakli karakterinin
daha da derinlestigini kanitlamaktadir. Adli psikoloji literatiiriinde Hegemonik
Erkeklik teorisi cercevesinde bu durum, erkeklerin ekonomik ve sosyal stati
kayiplarini siddet yoluyla telafi etme cabasi olarak okunmalidir. Nitekim
TOBB’un 2025 yili verilerinde saptanan ticari isletme kapaniglarindaki
%5,9’luk artis ve yeni kurulan sirket sayisindaki azalma, aile reisi veya birey
olarak erkegin Uzerindeki finansal baskiyr maksimize etmistir.

Sosyolojik ve tibbi perspektiften bakildiginda, 2025 yilindaki bu fail-
magdur iliskisi déntusumu, toplum genelinde yukselen tepkisellik ve dartu
kontrol bozukluklarinin bir yansimasidir. Gincel adli tip makaleleri, 6zellikle
ekonomik daralmanin yodun oldugu bdlgelerde yabancilar arasindaki
basit tartismalarin (trafik kavgalari, sokak surtismeleri) hizla agir yaralama
veya cinayete evrilme egiliminin 2024 yilina gére anlamli derecede arttigini
belgelemektedir. Bu durumun temel nedeni, bireylerin maruz kaldigi kronik
ekonomik stresin, en ufak bir dis uyarana karsi dahi orantisiz saldirganlk
gbstermeye yonelik bir savunmaci refleks yaratmig olmasidir.

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Oneriler

2025 yili siddet haritasi bulgulari, siddetle muicadelenin sadece polisiye
tedbirlerle degil, cok boyutlu ve yerel odakli midahale stratejileriyle mimkin
olabilecegini géstermektedir. Siddetin en yogun kimelendigi Adana-Seyhan
ve Sanlurfa-Haliliye gibi sicak noktalarin kamu otoriteleri tarafindan 6zel
guvenlik ve sosyal hizmet bélgesi ilan edilmesi gerekmektedir.

Mahalle bazl riskli mekanlar olarak saptanan metruk binalarin, denetimsiz
alanlarin ve aydinlatmasi yetersiz sokaklarin gevresel su¢ dnleme prensipleri
dogrultusunda donudstirilmesi sucun islenme firsatini radikal bir bicimde
azaltacaktir.

Atesli silahlarla iglenen cinayet oranindaki %62’lik pay, ruhsatsiz silah
kullanimina yénelik cezalarin caydiricihginin artinimasini ve silah ruhsati alim
sureclerinde ¢cok daha kapsamli adli psikolojik testlerin zorunlu kilinmasini
gerektirmektedir.

Bigcak ve diger kesici-delici aletlerin kamusal alanda taginmasina yoénelik
denetimlerin, yaralama vakalarinin yogunlastigi sicak noktalarda rutin hale
getirilmesi 6nerilmektedir.

Medyada ve dijital platformlarda siddeti ylcelten, normallestiren veya bir
¢cdzUm araci olarak sunan igeriklerin éniine gecilmesi adina RTUK ve ilgili
kurumlarin denetim standartlarini yeniden tanimlamasi ve siddet kargiti
toplumsal normlarin yayginlastiriimasina yonelik ulusal bir iletisim seferberligi
baslatiimaldir.

Saldirgan erkek profiline yonelik &6zel midahale ve rehabilitasyon
merkezlerinin kurulmasi, siddetin birincil kaynagina odaklanmak agisindan
buylk 6nem tasimaktadir. Bu merkezlerde 6fke ydnetimi desteginin yani
sira, ekonomik baski altindaki erkeklere yénelik mikro-kredi destegi, mesleki
egitim ve istihdam olanaklarinin saglanmasi sugun ekonomik motivasyonunu
zayiflatacaktir.

Siddete karsi izleyici konumunda olan bireylerin midahale kapasitesini
artiracak yasal koruma duzenlemeleri yapilmali; 6zellikle kadin, ¢cocuk ve
yaglilara yénelik eylemlere mudahale etmenin bir vatandaslk sorumlulugu
olarak tanimlandigi egitim programlari yayginlastiriimaldir.

Yasl ntfusun ekonomik istismarini ve sokaga tasan magduriyetini énlemek
adina, sosyal arastirma birimlerinin aktif saha ziyaretleri yapmasi ve 6zellikle
tek yasayan yaglilarin sosyal destek sistemlerine entegrasyonu acilen
saglanmalidir.
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Sonuc

Turkiye Siddet Haritasi 2025 raporu, kisilerarasi siddetin Turkiye genelinde
sadece sayisal olarak artmadigini, ayni zamanda toplumsal dokunun
zayifladigina ve siddetin karakter degistirdigine dair sarsici kanitlar
sunmaktadir. 2024 yiinda siddet vakalarinin neredeyse yarisi Marmara
Bdlgesi’nde yogunlasirken, 2025 yilinda bu odagin Akdeniz ve Gineydogu
Anadolu aksina kaymasi, siddetin cografi olarak dezentralize oldugunu ve
bolgesel risk faktdrlerinin degistigini gdstermektedir. Bu bdlgesel kayma,
ekonomik daralmanin, sinir dinamiklerinin yarattigi sosyal dezorganizasyonun
ve yerel sosyal kontrol mekanizmalarinin ¢ékislnin bir sentezi olarak
karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir. Sanlurfa ve Adana gibi sehirlerdeki vaka patlamasi,
yapisal gerilimlerin toplumsal barigi ne derece tehdit ettiginin en somut
gostergesidir.

Rapordaki en kritik bulgu, siddetin tanidiklar arasindaki mahrem bir ¢catisma
olmaktan c¢ikarak %38,8 oraninda yabanci faillerin dahil oldugu kamusal bir
tehdide déniismesidir. Bu durum, toplumsal giivenin zayifladigini ve bireylerin
artik birbirini birer tehdit olarak algilamaya bagladigi bir yabancilagsma ikliminin
yerlestigini kanitlamaktadir. Atesli silahlarin cinayetlerdeki mutlak hakimiyeti,
siddetin uzlasma veya yaralama ile sonuclanma olasiligini ortadan kaldirarak
toplumsal bedeli en agir olan dlimcdil bir sonuca sabitlemektedir. Erkeklerin
fail olarak %95,5’lik payl, siddetle micadelenin aslinda toplumsal cinsiyet
normlariyla ve erkeklik algisiyla bir hesaplasma olmasi gerektigini bilimsel bir
gerceklik olarak sunmaktadir.

Sonug olarak 2025 yili verileri, Turkiye’nin bir siddet sarmali icerisinde
oldugunu ancak bu sarmalin cok boyutlu ve veri odakli politikalarla
kirlabilecegini gdstermektedir. Siddetle micadele sadece asayis tedbirlerine
indirgenemeyecek kadar derin sosyoekonomik ve psikolojik kdklere sahiptir.
Bu raporun sundugu mahalle bazl sicak noktalar, fail profilleri ve zamansal
kimelenmeler politika yapicilar i¢in bilimsel bir yol haritasi niteligindedir.
Toplumsal huzurun yeniden tesisi icin bireysel silahlanmanin durdurulmasi,
ekonomik stresorlerin sosyal hizmet aglaryla hafifletiimesi ve siddeti bir

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Foreword

We present the 2025 results of the Violence Map of Turkey report, which
constitutes one of the most fundamental pillars of the work we conduct
within the Istanbul Kiltdr University Justice and Crime Psychology Laboratory
(ASLAB), to the attention of the public and the scientific world. This journey,
which we began with the understanding that the phenomenon of violence is not
merely an individual pathology but also a mirror of fractures and changes in the
social structure, has evolved into much more critical and startling findings in its
second year. This report is not just a compilation of data for the establishment
of social peace and the protection of individuals’ physical safety, but also
serves as an early warning system. The 2025 data reveals with academic
rigor how violence has shifted spatially and how “intimate” violence among
acquaintances has transformed into a public “stranger” violence. | would like to
express my gratitude to all our researchers who contributed to the realization
of this comprehensive study, our team who worked meticulously during the
data collection process, and our esteemed professors who illuminated our
path with their academic guidance. | hope that this report, prepared with the
ideal of a non-violent society, will serve as a guide for a wide audience, from
policymakers to practitioners.
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The Violence Map of Turkey 2025 report was created through an in-depth
analysis of 2,289 cases of interpersonal violence compiled from local and
national press sources, viewed from the perspectives of forensic psychology
and criminology. Prepared in comparison with 2024 data, this report presents
the spatial, temporal, and qualitative changes of violence across Turkey
alongside criminological theories. The most striking findings of the report are
listed as follows:

1.

The total number of violence cases increased by 75% compared to 2024,
rising to 2,289. Within this increase, assault cases became the dominant
crime type at 61.5%, proving a rise in social tension and irritability levels.

. The geographical focus of violence shifted from the Marmara Region

to the Mediterranean and Southeastern Anatolia regions. Specifically
in the provinces of Sanliurfa and Adana, case numbers increased by
approximately 13 times and 5 times, respectively, turning these regions
into new criminological “hot spots”.

Violence has moved from the “intimate” sphere to the streets; the rate of
stranger perpetrators, which was 13.2% in 2024, soared to 38.8% in 2025,
indicating weakened social trust and increased risks regarding public
safety.

The use of firearms established a 62% dominance in homicide cases,
scientifically demonstrating that individual armament has dramatically
increased the lethality of violence.

95.5% of perpetrators are male; this tefies the hardening link between
“masculinity and crime” in criminology and confirms that the primary
source of violence is male-oriented aggression schemas.

The significant increase in “stranger perpetrator” rates in violence against
vulnerable groups—the elderly (60+ years) and children (0-18 years)—
proves that the social protection shields of these groups have weakened
against economic and social stressors.

The temporal distribution of violence paralleled climatic changes; influenced
by extreme heatwaves, September emerged as the riskiest month with
10.4%, once again validating the “temperature-aggression” hypothesis
with 2025 data.
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In light of these staggering data, strictly tightening regulations on individual
armament to include forensic psychological criteria is seen as the highest
priority strategic intervention area to reduce the lethal dosage of violence.
Implementing neighborhood-based environmental crime prevention models
in urban hot spots like Adana and Sanliurfa, and expanding psychosocial
rehabilitation programs integrated with economic support mechanisms for
men—the primary perpetrators of violence—will ensure the cycle of violence
is broken at its source. Strengthening social control networks against the risk
of violence spilling into the public sphere due to the erosion of social trust,
and more effectively supporting the most vulnerable groups—the elderly and
children—with institutional protection shields, constitutes an unavoidable
necessity for the establishment of a science-based, holistic, and sustainable
social peace in Turkey’s struggle against violence.
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Violence is a complex phenomenon that has been accepted as the greatest
threat to social order throughout every stage of human history, yet it reproduces
itself in every period by adopting different socio-economic and psychological
dynamics. Defined by the World Health Organization as the intentional use of
physical force or power against another person that results in injury, death, or
psychological harm, violence is not just a security issue in modern societies but
also a fundamental public health crisis. While interpersonal violence may appear
to be a part of social interaction between individuals, it is actually a micro-level
manifestation of macro-scale economic contractions, social disorganization, and
cultural norms.

This report, examining violence trends in Turkey as of 2025, aims to analyze the
complex interaction of individual, relational, social, and structural factors with
criminological depth, framing violence within the social ecological model. Studies
on the prevalence and cost of violence in academic literature document that this
phenomenon leads not only to individual devastation but also to massive economic
losses. As emphasized in disease control priority reports published by the World
Bank, interpersonal violence is one of the leading causes of death worldwide for
individuals aged 15 to 44. Beyond the direct health expenditures created, the
loss of labor and costs of access to justice undermine the development goals of
societies. Indeed, the increase in cases observed in the 2025 data represents a
serious obstacle to the sustainability of social welfare.

Research investigating the motivational sources of violence reveals the decisive
role of human values and attitudes toward violence on behavior. The development
of attitudes by individuals that justify violence as a conflict resolution tool is directly
related to the extent to which social horms normalize violence. Particularly in
periods where self-centered values rise and altruism weakens, it is observed that
interpersonal aggression transforms into a form of seeking rights.

Distributions by crime type are critical in showing at which points the “nerve
endings” of society are most fragile. The dominance of assault cases in 2025
data reflects sudden outbursts of anger and impulse control disorders. The
framework defined as General Strain Theory in literature argues that the tension
individuals feel as a result of failing to achieve economic goals or experiencing
sudden status loss evolves directly into physical aggression. In this context, it can
be said that financial stressors created by economic fluctuations and business
closures across Turkey have

lowered individuals’ tolerance thresholds for one another. On the other hand,
the increase in homicide cases proves that violence has reached an irreversible
point by merging with forms of instrumentalization. Sexual crimes, as one of the
darkest areas of violence with the lowest reporting rates, are the most staggering
result of gender inequality and power asymmetry.
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When the regional distribution and socio-ecological determinants of violence
are examined, it is seen that crime is geographically decentralized. The social
ecological framework used in academic studies explains violence not only through
individual characteristics but also through the relational environment and social
structure. Comprehensive examinations of violence against women in Turkey
reveal that individual factors such as childhood trauma, low education levels, and
alcohol use merge with relational factors such as low relationship satisfaction and
forced marriage, as well as social factors like poverty and lack of social support.
The concentration of cases in the Mediterranean and Southeastern Anatolia
regions in 2025 shows that the social fabric and monitoring capacity in these
regions have weakened in the face of rapid demographic changes. Mobility and
migration in border regions create social disorganization, paralyzing traditional
control mechanisms and paving the way for the uncontrolled increase of violence.
Seasonal distribution and climatic factors are addressed with the Temperature-
Aggression Hypothesis in criminology literature. The peaking of violence in
September in 2025 data can be explained by the impact of record-breaking
heatwaves. Current studies investigating the relationship between climate and
crime document that extreme heat increases physiological arousal and negative
affect in individuals. Rising heat triggers irritability, increasing the speed at which
even the slightest situational friction turns into a physical fight. When evaluated
within the scope of Routine Activities Theory, hot weather brings people together
more in outdoor spaces, maximizing the probability of encounters between
potential perpetrators and victims. This situation proves that the climate crisis
has become a risk factor not only for the environment but also for social security.
Weapons used in violent incidents and the risk of lethality constitute the technical
dimension of the violence cycle. The phenomenon known as the Weapon Effect
argues that the mere presence of a weapon functions as a stimulus that triggers
aggression. The 62% dominance of firearms in homicides in 2025 data reveals
the lethal consequences of individual armament and the lack of regulation in
access to weapons. The technical advantage provided by a weapon eliminates
the possibility of reconciliation during conflict, fixing the outcome to absolute
devastation. The fact that cutting and piercing tools rank first in assaults shows
the prevalence of impulsive violence at the street level. The replacement of bodily
power with mechanical power has shifted the nature of violence from the intent
to hurt toward the intent to destroy.

Analyses of victim and perpetrator profiles expose the gender and age-based
asymmetry of violence. Hegemonic Masculinity Theory emphasizes that men
encode violence as a tool for proving power and maintaining status. The fact
that 95.5% of perpetrators in 2025 were men is a criminological data point
proving that violence cannot be considered independently of the construct of
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masculinity. On the victim side, the fact that women have a higher rate of being
homicide victims than men shows that gender-based violence maintains its lethal
character. The increase in male victimization by stranger perpetrators in public
spaces symbolizes the erosion of social trust bonds and the entrenchment of a
climate of alienation.

Victimization of children and the elderly, as vulnerable groups, is one of the most
harrowing areas of violence. International studies on violence against the elderly
show that this group is at high risk both within the family and in institutions due
to physical and psychological dependencies. The mental health consequences
of elderly victimization make depression and anxiety disorders chronic. For
children, violence is not just physical damage but a trauma cycle transmitted
across generations. The increase in the stranger perpetrator rate against children
in 2025 data is a result of gaps in social protection mechanisms and monitoring
outside of safe areas like schools. The social isolation of vulnerable groups
creates opportunity spaces for perpetrators, increasing the invisibility of violence.
Intimate partner violence and help-seeking behavior explain the continuity of
violence in the private sphere. Research in Turkey reveals that approximately 36%
of women have been exposed to physical violence at least once in their lives, and
more than half of these women have faced severe types of violence. However,
what is striking is that the vast majority of victims prefer informal strategies rather
than applying to official institutions. Help-seeking behavior rises as the frequency
and severity of violence increase. This situation shows that low-intensity violence
is normalized in society and that women’s trust in the institutional system needs
to be increased. The rate of women killed by their spouses or ex-spouses is the
most severe outcome of partner violence, and the fact that most of these cases
are preventable creates a need for systemic intervention.

In conclusion, this theoretical and empirical ground forming the introduction of the
2025 report offers a vital compass for understanding how violence has undergone
a transformation in Turkey. The combination of factors such as economic tension,
climatic arousal, social disorganization, and individual armament has reached a
level that threatens public safety by carrying violence from private spheres to
the streets. Existing findings prove that the struggle against violence is possible
not only through police measures, but also through economic improvement,
strengthening social support networks, tightening weapon controls, and
transforming cultural codes that legitimize violence. The neighborhood-based
hot spots and demographic risk profiles presented in this report form the basis for
developing a data-driven strategy for policymakers. The construction of a non-
violent future will only be possible through comprehensive and locally-focused
intervention models designed in the light of these scientific data.
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Methodology

The preparation process for the Violence Map of Turkey 2025 report followed
the systematic media monitoring and data analysis path established in the
2024 report, which has proven academic validity. Within the scope of the
study, national news portals broadcasting across Turkey and local newspapers
and news sites covering all 81 provinces were regularly scanned daily. In this
scanning process, only cases of interpersonal violence were included in the
analysis ; terror acts, traffic accidents, occupational accidents, or suicide cases
were methodologically excluded. A total of 2,289 cases were separated into
variables via a pre-determined coding key and entered into a digital database.
The coding key included information on the province and region where the
incident occurred, incident date, crime type (assault, homicide, sexual crime),
weapon used, gender and age of the victim and perpetrator, degree of proximity
between parties (spouse, friend, stranger, etc.), and the specific neighborhood
where the incident took place.

For demographic data that was missing or not specified in news texts, the
proportional distribution method—a standard practice in criminological
research—was applied. With this method, unknown values were assigned
according to the actual distribution rates in the existing data set, maximizing
the statistical power and representation capability of the data.

There are some limitations within the scope of the study. First, the local news
sources included in the study are institutions that provide digital content.
Sources that do not offer digital content were excluded. Second, digital local
news sources whose archives were inaccessible were not included. The third
limitation is that since not all local news sources have news content prepared
with the same method, data losses occurred in places. Finally, although the
rates presented in this report belong to the year 2025, they reflect only a portion
of all interpersonal violence incidents in our country and do not represent all
events.

The prepared data set was transferred to SPSS software to create descriptive
statistics, frequency analyses, and cross-tabulations. To determine the
significance levels between variables, Chi-Square tests were applied, and
ANOVA was used for inferential analysis to detect differences between groups.
All findings were synthesized with forensic psychology and criminology literature
and interpreted in comparison with the 2024 results.
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Distribution by Crime Type

The majority of the 2,289 violence incidents examined in 2025 consist of assault
cases at 61.5% (n=1408). This is followed by homicide at 35.6% (n=816) and
sexual crimes at 2.8% (n=65) (see Table 1). While 52% of the 1,302 cases in 2024
were homicides, the total number of cases nearly doubled in 2025; however, the
center of gravity shifted from acts of killing to assaults causing physical harm.
Despite a 75% increase in the number of cases, a decrease in the homicide rate
and a distinct increase in assault acts are observed. This situation indicates that
social tension is now expressed through physical aggression in daily interactions
rather than direct termination of life. The proportional increase in sexual crimes
(3.5 times) points to an increase in the visibility or reporting rates of such cases.

Regional Distribution of Crime Incidents

The region where violence is most intense is the Marmara Region at 28.3%
(n=647). The Mediterranean Region is in second place at 22.6% (n=517).
While the Marmara Region alone was dominant in 2024, accounting for 48.9%
of total incidents (see Table 2), it is observed that in 2025, violence became
more homogeneously distributed toward the Mediterranean and Southeastern
Anatolia (16.1%) regions. The Mediterranean and Southeastern Anatolia regions
have become the most active and risky focal points on Turkey’s violence map in
recent years, a situation directly related to both border dynamics and deepening
socio-economic crises.

The shift of the focus of violence from industrialized western provinces to the
southern border line is evidenced by the fact that while the case density in the
Marmara Region decreased proportionally from 2024 to 2025, cases increased
approximately fivefold in the Mediterranean and fourfold in Southeastern
Anatolia. Academic research indicates that at the base of this regional shift lies
the mass migration wave created by the Syrian civil war starting in 2011 and the
phenomenon of ghettoization it brought along.
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Spatial segregation arising from the concentration of the Syrian population,
especially in border provinces, weakens social control mechanisms by creating
bottlenecks in access to education, health, and security services. The concept
of social distance emphasized in sociological research reveals that alienation
between the local population and immigrant groups has increased over time,
treading social tension and making interpersonal violence an expression
mechanism.

Parallel to this demographic change, the economic contraction indicated by
TOBB data serves as a fundamental catalyst deepening the violence cycle in the
region. The increase in the number of closed companies and the decrease in new
ventures have led to a serious livelihood crisis, especially in the Mediterranean
and Southeastern economies based on agriculture and border trade. Evaluated
through General Strain Theory from a criminological perspective, the failure of
individuals to achieve economic goals and experiencing sudden financial losses
trigger negative affect such as anger and frustration, which lowers the conflict
threshold and causes even the smallest social frictions to result in severe injury
or homicide. Indeed, the dominance of assault cases at 61.5% in the 2025 data
shows that social nerve endings are frayed and violence has become part of
daily interactions.

Regarding the nature of violence in the region, field reports from civil society
institutions document that violence against women and domestic homicides in
Southeastern Anatolia are largely carried out with firearms. Control difficulties in
border regions and the ease of access to weapons created by illegal arms flow
trigger the Weapon Effect phenomenon, carrying aggression tendencies to more
lethal results. Forensic psychological studies emphasize that a social learning
process in which violence is normalized operates among individuals living in
conflicted border regions, and the chaotic atmosphere created by instability in
Syria strengthens defensive and aggressive schemas in the forensic profile of
the region’s people. In conclusion, high population mobility, socio-economic
collapse, and inadequate institutional oversight turn the Mediterranean and
Southeast axis into Turkey’s “criminal hot spot”; this multi-dimensional crisis
state presents violence not just as a crime event but as a structural social result.

Distribution of Crime Incidents by City

While Istanbul maintains its leadership at 14% (n=321), Sanliurfa (10.6%)
and Adana (8.3%) have moved remarkably into the top ranks (see Table 3).
In 2024, Istanbul’s share was at a very high rate of 31.6%; its proportional
weight decreased in 2025. Cities like Sanhurfa and Adana replaced Corum
and Edirne, which were at the top in 2024. The proportional decentralization
of Istanbul in 2025 proves from a criminological standpoint that violence is
no longer just a metropolitan crime but has become a structural crisis. The
fact that Sanliurfa increased its case rate from approximately 1.4% to 10.6%
in one year, followed by Adana’s climb, shows that these two cities are no
longer temporary situational hot spots but chronic criminogenic centers.
Academic studies address the crime increase in these provinces particularly
through the axes of Socio-demographic Change and Social Disorganization.
Current research conducted specifically on Sanlurfa documents that
poverty, early-age labor, and contact with the street are primary criminogenic
risk factors. The distinct increase in juvenile delinquency files, particularly in
regions like Viransehir, Siverek, and Birecik, is a direct result of the economic
blockage predicted by General Strain Theory. The “lack of detention and
education houses specific to children in Urfa,” emphasized in social work
literature, explains how gaps in the judicial system create secondary
traumas that feed the violence cycle. The crime clustering in the Adana-
Seyhan and Yregir axis is defined in medical and forensic research as a
“socio-demographic risk profile in crimes against the person”. It has been
determined that low education levels and the prevalence of substance use
in this region trigger impulse control disorders, causing even the slightest
social frictions to turn into severe assault cases.
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The concentration in  micro-locations like Adana-Cukurova-Toros
Neighborhoodisdirectlyrelatedto Environmental Criminology perspectives —
where the physical structure of the space (dark streets, unmonitored public
areas) increases the opportunity for crime. Sociologically, the explosion
in these two cities is blended with spatial ghettoization and increased
social distance following the mass migration from the Syrian civil war.
Research reveals that the weakening of social bonds between the local
population and immigrant groups paralyzes social control mechanisms and
normalizes violence as a communication and conflict resolution tool. The
commercial contraction and business closures indicated by TOBB data
added an economic trigger to this social dissolution, carrying the 2025
assault and homicide rates to a level of social frenzy. In conclusion, these
neighborhood-based micro-clusters emerge as a synthesis of the socio-
economic, demographic, and institutional inadequacies of the region rather
than just individual criminals.

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Months in Which Crime Incidents Occurred

The temporal distribution of 2025 violence cases clearly reveals that, unlike
the autumn clustering in 2024, the center of gravity shifted to late summer
and early autumn (August-September) (see Table 6). While incidents
peaked in October and November in 2024, September ranked first in
2025 with 10.4% (n=238), followed by August and October (10%). This
temporal shift establishes a criminological cause-and-effect relationship
with the finding that record-breaking heatwaves lasted until the end of
September, as emphasized in the 2025 climate assessment reports of the
General Directorate of Meteorology. This correlation is explained by the
Temperature-Aggression Hypothesis in forensic psychology, based on
the fact that extreme heat increases physiological arousal and irritability,
thereby lowering the conflict threshold.

From the perspective of Routine Activities Theory, the density in August and
September 2025 is directly related to extreme weather conditions extending
the time people spend in outdoor spaces, leading potential perpetrators
and victims to encounter each other more in unprotected environments.
Academic articles published in 2025 determined that rising temperatures
trigger impulsive assault cases, especially in regions with a dense urban
heat island effect. This is consistent with the dominance of assault incidents
at 61.5% in the 2025 data. Furthermore, this concentration can be blended
with General Strain Theory in the context of economic criminology.
Seasonal economic burdens, such as education expenses in September
and winter preparations, added to the financial uncertainties seen in TOBB
data, maximized socio-economic pressure on individuals. The combination
of these stressors with climatic arousal turned these months of 2025 into a
criminogenic period for violence.

While the month with the least crime in 2024 was March, the shift of the
lowest frequency to December (5.5%) in 2025 proves that social isolation
and reduced mobility in winter function as protective factors. In conclusion,
2025 data shows that the seasonal character of violence has reached an
earlier peak, synchronized with extreme climate events and economic
contraction cycles.

Weapons Used in Crime Incidents

The distribution of weapons used in 2025 (see Table 7) reveals a dramatic
transformation in the instrumentalization of social violence compared to 2024,
showing an increase in the lethal dosage of violence. Firearms use rose from
31.6% in 2024 to 41.5% in 2025; similarly, the use of cutting and piercing
tools climbed from 26.3% to 38.1%, proving that violence has specialized
through cold and hot weapons. Criminologically, this is evaluated as a result of
individual armament and ease of access to weapons, confirming the Weapon
Effect Theory—that a weapon is not just a tool but also a stimulus triggering
aggressive thoughts. The decline in physical force use from 18.1% to 12.5%
shows that individuals turn to more destructive tools during conflict, shifting the
outcome from the intent to hurt toward the intent to destroy or cause permanent
damage.

Cross-analysis of weapons by crime type (see Table 8) allows for a clearer view
of the weapon’s decisive role in the final outcome. While 49.2% of homicides in
2024 were committed with firearms, this rose shockingly to 62% in 2025, directly
linked to the Instrumentality Hypothesis. Current academic studies document
that even if the intent to kill remains the same, the technological power and
accessibility of the weapon minimize the probability of survival. In assault cases,
cutting and piercing tools rank first at 43%, proving the prevalence of impulsive
violence and street-level conflicts carried out with tools that are portable and
more flexible in terms of legal regulation.
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The shift in 2025 from physical force to cutting tools in assaults indicates an
increased perception of threat during conflict and a more frequent activation
of defensive or aggressive reflexes using carried tools.

Ultimately, the instrumental character of violence evolved from bodily power
to mechanical power between 2024 and 2025. The fundamental cause-and-
effect relationship behind this is the combination of social anomie —created
by the economic tension noted in TOBB data—and individual armament.
This table scientifically demonstrates that public policies regarding the
control of crime tools (gun control laws, knife-carrying bans, etc.) have
become even more critical safety components than in 2024.

Gender Distribution of Victims

73.8% of victims are male, while 95.5% (n=2186) of perpetrators are male
(see Table 9). Child victims (0-18 years) account for 11.6% of cases. Male
victimization increased by 7.7% compared to 2024. Women have a higher
rate of being homicide victims (39.1%) than men (34.4%). Analysis of 2025
victim demographics shows a staggering change compared to 2024, with
deepening criminological dynamics. While women’s physical victimization
rate dropped from 33.9% to 26.2%, this does not mean violence against
women has decreased ; rather, research from the Ministry of Family and
Social Services emphasizes that new types of violence like digital violence
and stalking are intensifying before evolving into physical violence.

The distinct increase in male victimization (see Table 10) indicates, within the
framework of Hegemonic Masculinity Theory, that men are using violence
more frequently against each other as a tool for proving power. This is a direct
result of the economic contraction noted in TOBB data making male-to-male
competition and conflict more destructive in public spaces.

Regarding age groups (see Table 11), while 84.1% of violence against those
60+ resulted in homicide in 2024, this dropped to 45.8% in 2025, but assault
cases rose to 53.2%. This shows that while lethality decreased proportionally,
the continuity and dosage of physical attack expanded across a wider base.
Similarly, for children (0-18 years), the homicide rate dropped from 40.7% to
27.4%, while assaults reached a critical level of 66%. Explained by Vulnerability
Theory, children and the elderly remain primary targets due to dependencies,
with violence being used more widely as a tool for punishment and control.
Economic crisis is linked to these increases, as house-hold poverty maximizes
the risk of abuse for the most defenseless individuals. The higher share of
sexual crimes among children (6.6%) compared to adults (2.1%) validates
Routine Activities Theory—that crime feeds on opportunity and weak social
protection.

Crime Incidents Against Vulnerable Groups

Analysis of 2025 data reveals a qualitative shift in violence against the elderly
(60+) and children (0-18). For elderly victims (see Table 12), while 58.8%
of homicides were committed by first-degree relatives in 2024, stranger
perpetrators rose to 33.3% in 2025, surpassing family members (29%). In
assaults, the stranger perpetrator rate reached 45.4%, proving the elderly
are now direct targets in public spaces. Deepening economic poverty and
the aging population (10.2% of the total) make the elderly “soft targets” for
opportunistic, economically-motivated attacks.

A similar transformation occurred for children (see Table 13). In 2024, 33.3%
of child assaults were by first-degree relatives; in 2025, the share of stranger
perpetrators in assaults jumped to 44.3%. Stranger perpetrators (27.3%)
also overtook relatives (23.1%) and friends (23.1%) in child homicides.
Socio-economic instability and child poverty have increased children’s
contact with the street, making them open targets for potential perpetrators
in the unmonitored world. This rise in unfamiliar perpetrators reflects social
anomie, where violence is fueled by the dissolution of social bonds and
destructive aggression from economic tension.

Tables 14 and 15 show a shift from acquaintances to strangers for both
genders. While 52.7% of female homicides in 2024 were by first-degree
relatives, this dropped to 44.9% in 2025, but the stranger perpetrator share
rose to 13.2%. In assaults, stranger perpetrators moved to first place at
35.6%, and reached 41.5% in sexual crimes. Economic contraction,
evidenced by the 5.9% increase in business closures, has increased social
stress and alienated individuals, triggering conflict.

For male victims (see Table 15), stranger perpetrators rose to 35.2% in
homicides (on par with relatives at 34.2%) and 46.7% in assaults. Economic
instability has increased the perception of threat from other men in the public
sphere, causing minor situational frictions to rapidly evolve into physical fights.

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Ultimately, 2025 data shows violence extending from the home into public
stranger threats. Men now face violence primarily from strangers on the
street. This necessitates public safety and social service models focused
on public space security alongside family intervention.

Findings Regarding Perpetrators

The 2025 data reveals both a hardening and a spatial expansion in the
profile of perpetrators. The male perpetrator rate rose from 93% in 2024
to 95.5% in 2025, deepening the gender-based character of violence.
Under Hegemonic Masculinity, men compensate for status and economic
losses—such as the 5.9% increase in business closures—through violence
as a tool for control.

The most disruptive finding is that while 63.4% of violence in 2024 was
among acquaintances, stranger perpetrators soared to 38.8% in 2025. This
indicates the failure of informal social control mechanisms like neighborhood
solidarity due to Social Disorganization. Economic anomie has weakened
trust, turning situational frictions into lethal conflicts.

Ultimately, the 2025 table is dark: perpetrators are almost entirely male, and
the risk of being attacked by a stranger in the street has increased nearly
threefold since 2024.
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Recommendations

The findings of the 2025 violence map demonstrate that combating violence
is only possible through multi-dimensional and locally-focused intervention
strategies, rather than solely through police measures. Hotspots where violence
is most intensely clustered, such as Adana-Seyhan and Sanliurfa-Haliliye, must
be declared special security and social service zones by public authorities.
Transforming abandoned buildings, unsupervised areas, and poorly lit streets—
identified as neighborhood-based risky locations—in line with environmental
crime prevention principles will radically reduce the opportunity for crime to
be committed. Specifically, to prevent the street-level violence of foreign
perpetrators, it is essential to establish a social control system in public spaces
that has high visibility but is not oppressive.

Preventing individual armament and radically restricting access to firearms is the
most vital step to reduce the lethality of violence. The 62% share of homicides
committed with firearms necessitates increasing the deterrence of penalties
for unlicensed weapon use and making comprehensive forensic psychological
tests mandatory in the firearm licensing process.

It is recommended that inspections regarding the carrying of knives and other
sharp/piercing tools in public spaces be made routine in hotspots where injury
cases are concentrated.

To prevent content in the media and on digital platforms that glorifies,
normalizes, or presents violence as a means of resolution, RTUK (Radio
and Television Supreme Council) and related institutions must redefine their
oversight standards. A national communication mobilization should be launched
to promote anti-violence social norms.

The establishment of specialized intervention and rehabilitation centers for the
aggressive male profile is of great importance for focusing on the primary source
of violence. Inthese centers, in addition to anger management support, providing
micro-credit support, vocational training, and employment opportunities for
men under economic pressure will weaken the economic motivation for crime.
Legal protection regulations should be enacted to increase the intervention
capacity of individuals who are in the position of bystanders to violence;
educational programs where intervening in actions against women, children,
and the elderly is defined as a citizenship responsibility should be expanded.
Placing children who witness or fall victim to domestic violence under short-
term temporary protection and integrating them into a psychosocial support
system by experts is a fundamental social protection shield that will prevent the
intergenerational transmission of violence.

To prevent the economic exploitation and street-level victimization of the elderly
population, social research units must conduct active field visits, and the
integration of elderly individuals living alone into social support systems must
be ensured urgently.
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Conclusion

The Turkey Violence Map 2025 report provides staggering evidence that
interpersonal violence in Turkey is not only increasing numerically but also that
the social fabric is weakening and the character of violence is changing. While
nearly half of the violence cases were concentrated in the Marmara Region in
2024, the shift of this focus toward the Mediterranean and Southeastern Anatolia
axis in 2025 shows that violence has become geographically decentralized and
that regional risk factors have shifted. This regional shift emerges as a synthesis
of economic contraction, social disorganization created by border dynamics,
and the collapse of local social control mechanisms. The explosion of cases in
cities like Sanliurfa and Adana is the most concrete indicator of the extent to
which structural tensions threaten social peace.

The most critical finding in the report is that violence is ceasing to be an intimate
conflict between acquaintances and is transforming into a public threat involving
foreign perpetrators at a rate of 38.8%. This situation proves that social trust
has weakened and a climate of alienation has settled in, where individuals
now perceive one another as threats. The absolute dominance of firearms in
homicides eliminates the possibility of violence ending in reconciliation or mere
injury, fixing it to a lethal outcome with the heaviest social cost. The 95.5%
share of men as perpetrators presents, as a scientific reality, the fact that the
fight against violence must actually be a reckoning with gender norms and
perceptions of masculinity.

In conclusion, the 2025 data shows that Turkey is within a spiral of violence,
but this spiral can be broken through multi-dimensional and data-driven
policies. The fight against violence has socioeconomic and psychological roots
too deep to be reduced merely to public order measures. The neighborhood-
based hotspots, perpetrator profiles, and temporal clusterings presented in
this report serve as a scientific roadmap for policymakers. To restore social
tranquility, halting individual armament, alleviating economic stressors through
social service networks, and transforming cultural codes that view violence
as a solution are non-deferrable social responsibilities. We hope this report,
prepared by ASLAB, serves as a scientific compass for the steps Turkey will
take toward a future without violence.
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
